Dupur Verma, aged 37 years, is a politician and lawyer. She was the national spokesperson of the Jan Sanghi Party (JSP) until 1st October 2022. Described as an articulate speaker, she frequently represented JSP on Indian television debates as an official spokesperson. According to party leaders, she was often sent out for TV debates on national issues because of her legal acumen, sound knowledge of national issues, and bilingual skills.
On 26th September 2022, Ms. Verma participated in a debate on the Gyanvapi Mosque dispute on the Times Bharat television channel, during which she made certain controversial comments about the Islamic prophet Muhammad and the age of his third wife, Aisha, at the time of their marriage and the consummation of the marriage.
A day later, Mohammad Nisar, the co-founder of Salt News - a fact-checking website -shared a video clip of Ms. Verma’s comments on social media. The video clip was subjectedto widespread criticism from all corners of the world. For damage control, Times Bharatdeleted the video of the programme from its YouTube channel the following day.Nonetheless, Dupur defended her comments and accused Nisar of "heavily editing" theclip; she further claimed to have been receiving rape and death threats as a result.
An FIR was registered against Ms. Verma in Delhi the very next day of the release of thepurported clips on social media and a series of similar FIRs followed in various townsaround the country. By 30th September 2022, more than twenty-one (21) FIRs in differentparts of the country have been filed against her. By the evening of 1st October 2022, Dupurwas suspended from all positions in the Jan Sanghi Party. The official statement of JSPsaid, “The Party strongly denounces insults of any religious personalities of any religion.”
Fearing initiation of police action and consequent arrest, she requests for an urgentappointment with your firm to seek legal advice.
